Joseph’s family in Egypt grew. All the people in this family were known as 
Israelites. A new pharaoh was afraid of the Israelites. So Pharaoh made the 
Israelites slaves. Still, their families grew. So Pharaoh ordered for all their 
baby boys to be killed.

Around this time, a woman gave birth to a son. She put him in a basket 
and set it along the bank of the Nile River. Pharaoh’s daughter found the baby 
and wanted the baby to be her son. The princess named the baby Moses.

Moses grew up as a prince. One day, he saw an Egyptian man mistreating 
an Israelite man. Moses killed the Egyptian and fled. He worked as a shepherd 
in another land. In Egypt, the Israelite people were miserable. They cried out 
to God, and God heard them.

One day, Moses saw a bush on fire. God called from the bush: “Moses, 
Moses!”

Moses replied, “Here I am.”
God said, “My people are suffering. I want you to lead them out of Egypt.”
“What if they ask for Your name?” Moses said.

“What if they don’t believe me?” Moses asked.
God gave Moses three miraculous signs to prove that God had appeared to
